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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Executive Summary presents the results of the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
performed by Geosyntec Consultants, Inc. (Geosyntec) for the approximately 75-acre property
located on North Del Norte Boulevard in Oxnard, California (the “Site” or “Subject Property”)
within a larger 172-acre parcel (“Parent Property”). This Phase I ESA is a revision to a previous
Phase I ESA completed by Geosyntec in March 2020 for a 65-acre portion of the Site. This Phase
I ESA was prepared in accordance with the scope of work and terms and conditions described in
Geosyntec’s proposals dated 12 February 2020 (for the previous Phase I ESA) and 27 May 2020
(for this revised Phase I ESA). This Phase I ESA was performed in accordance with ASTM
Standard E1527-13. The objective of performing this Phase I ESA was to identify, to the extent
feasible, “Recognized Environmental Conditions” (RECs) at the Site as the “REC” term is defined
by ASTM EI1527-13. Geosyntec understands that Seefried Development Management, Inc.
(Seefried) intends to develop this Site with a warehouse, parking lots, and truck turnaround.

The Site is an approximate 75-acre property that currently consists of agricultural fields that are
owned by AMC Craig LLC. No buildings or structures currently exist on the Site. Based on
previous property surveys, Phase I ESAs and Phase II ESA investigations, two former oil and gas
wells exist on the Site, identified as: McGrath 1/Max Pray, in the southern portion of the Site, and
McGrath 13-1A, in the western portion of the Site. Vicinity oil and gas wells (i.e. off-site) include
McGrath 13-2 and McGrath 2, north of the Site. The Site is located within the greater Ventura Oil
Field.

This Phase I ESA report notes the presence of or potential for former oil and gas wells to be located
on the Subject Property. The location of any oil/gas extraction wells should be verified and any
recommendations for testing, remediation, re-abandonment, and well access provided by the
California Department of Conservation, Geologic Energy Management (CALGEM) should be
implemented.

The Phase I ESA performed by Geosyntec revealed no evidence of controlled recognized
environmental conditions (CRECs) or historical recognized environmental conditions (HRECs)
in connection with the property. The following recognized environmental condition and de minimis
condition were identified for the Site:

Recognized Environmental Conditions

¢ Oxnard Qil Field and Oil and Gas Wells: The region has a history of known oil and gas
exploration and production, and the Site is contained within an area historically referred to
as the Oxnard Oil Field. Two of these oil and gas wells are located on the Site: McGrath
1/Max Pray is near the southern boundary of the Site and McGrath 13-1A is near the
western boundary of the Site. Three other oil and gas wells are in close proximity to the
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Site (McGrath 13-2, McGrath 2, and McGrath 13-3, north, northwest, and west of the Site,
respectively). Previous Phase I ESAs identified the presence of apparent soil staining in
the vicinity of several wells. A 2018 subsurface investigation related to this finding
consisted of soil sampling from trenches on a 54-acre portion of the Site near the wells,
sampling soil vapor for methane impacts near the trenches, and sampling soil vapor from
the then-proposed building pad on the Site. Trench soil samples were analyzed for total
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH), volatile organic compounds (VOCs), and select samples
were analyzed for metals. TPH and VOCs were not detected, arsenic was below the
regional background maximum (12 mg/kg), and other select metals were below their
respective EPA and/or Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) screening levels
and regional maximum background concentrations.

Geosyntec conducted a Phase II investigation in May 2020 after the completion of the
previous Phase I ESA for a 65-acre portion of the Site in March 2020. The purpose of the
Phase I ESA was to collect more recent and extensive soil and soil vapor data, as well as
to assess conditions beneath the revised Site development plan. On 8 May 2020, Geosyntec
and its subcontractors performed a geophysical survey of the four oil and gas wells on or
near the Site (McGrath 13-2, McGrath 2, McGrath 13-1A, and McGrath 1/Max Pray) to
confirm their locations, as well as a geophysical survey of the former building footprint to
confirm an anomaly indicating an oil and gas well mapped by CalGEM was not present.
This survey confirmed the locations of the four oil and gas wells. Anomalies indicating the
presence of an oil and gas well beneath the proposed building footprint were not found.

On 11 and 12 May 2020, Geosyntec conducted soil vapor sampling around the four oil and
gas well locations, as well as at six locations within the proposed building footprint. Soil
vapor samples were collected and analyzed for volatile organic compounds, and soil vapor
probes were field-screened for methane, hydrogen sulfide, oxygen, and carbon monoxide,
as well as monitored for relative pressure. VOC detections were compared to ambient air
screening levels for residential and commercial scenarios divided by the default attenuation
factor of 0.3 (“default screening level”), as well as divided by 0.001 and 0.0005 for
attenuation representative of new residential or commercial construction (“modified
screening level”). Results of the soil vapor screening notably included benzene
concentrations that ranged from 4.2 micrograms per meters cubed (ug/m?) to 22 pg/m?’;
chloroform concentrations that ranged from non-detectable (less than the method detection
limit of 2.8 pg/m®) to 13 pg/m?, and ethylbenzene concentrations that ranged from 2.2 to
50 pug/m’. Benzene concentrations in all 12 soil vapor samples exceeded the default
residential screening level, but only 5 of 12 soil vapor samples contained benzene at
concentrations exceeding the default commercial screening levels. Chloroform
concentrations in 5 of 12 soil vapor samples exceeded the default residential screening
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level, but none of the 12 soil vapor samples contained chloroform at concentrations
exceeding the default commercial screening levels. The ethylbenzene concentration in one
soil vapor sample exceeded the default residential screening level, but none of the 12 soil
vapor samples contained ethylbenzene at concentrations exceeding the default commercial
screening levels. These constituents did not exceed modified screening levels. Other VOCs
detected include carbon disulfide, toluene, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-
trimethylbenzene, o- and m,p-xylenes, isopropylbenzene, and p- and n-isopropylbenzene;
however, none of these analytes exceeded residential or commercial default screening
levels.

Although modified screening levels were not exceeded in soil vapor, several constituents
(benzene, ethylbenzene, and chloroform) exceeded default State of California residential
and/or commercial screening levels. Therefore, this finding is considered a REC.

De Minimis Conditions:

e Historical and Current Agricultural Use: The majority of the Subject property has been
recently used for agricultural purposes, and had been used as such since at least 1927,
according to historical aerials of the Site and historical Site documents. Agricultural use is
known to be associated with pesticide, herbicide, and other chemical use for the control of
pests and plant disease. During the time of the first Site reconnaissance in February 2020,
pesticidal chemicals had recently been applied to a nearby field; however, no evidence of
inappropriate or excessive application was observed, and pesticides did not appear to have
been applied to the Site itself at the time of the second site reconnaissance in May 2020.
As part of Geosyntec’s Phase II investigation, shallow soil samples were collected at the
Site and analyzed for organochlorine and organophosphorus pesticides and metals. Arsenic
and toxaphene were the only constituents detected above one or more potential screening
levels. Arsenic was detected at concentrations ranging from 2.3 milligrams per kilogram
(mg/kg) to 3.8 mg/kg. These levels exceeded one or more USEPA (0.68 and 3.0 mg/kg)
and DTSC (0.11 and 0.36 mg/kg) screening levels for residential and commercial settings,
respectively, but did not exceed the DTSC-accepted regional maximum background
concentration for arsenic (11 mg/kg). Toxaphene, an insecticide, was detected at
concentrations ranging from 390 to 790 ug/kg. Three samples contained toxaphene above
the USEPA and DTSC screening levels for residential scenarios (490 and 450 pg/kg) but
did not exceed screening levels for commercial scenarios (2,100 and 1,200 pg/kg,
respectively). In addition, while thallium was not detected, the project method detection
limits for thallium (5.0 or 5.1 mg/kg) were above both the screening DTSC residential
screening level (0.78 mg/kg) and accepted regional maximum background level (1.10
mg/kg), but below the DTSC screening level for commercial scenarios (12 mg/kg). Low
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levels of these pesticide constituents identified below their respective screening levels for
commercial/industrial use constitutes a de minimis condition.

¢ Adjoining Railroad Tracks: Site observations and historical aerial photographs and
topographic maps show a railroad spur adjoining the Site to the south. Railroads are
commonly associated with potential spills from trains or with treated wood within railroad
ties, which may contain heavy metals. However, the presence of treated wood is not
confirmed for this railroad and no spills or derailments are reported in this location.
Therefore, this is considered a de minimis condition.

e Nearby Formerly Used Defense Site (FUDS) — Camarillo Airport: The Camarillo
Airport, which is approximately one mile to the east, is listed within the FUDS database
and was used by the Army, California Air National Guard, Naval Air Missile Test Center,
and by the Air Force Aerospace Defense Command as a military fighter installation. The
property is known or suspected to contain military munitions and explosives of concern,
which may present an explosive hazard. Additionally, a landfill was discovered at this
location. However, groundwater monitoring is occurring at this facility, and groundwater
flow indicates this facility is presumed to be cross-gradient of the Site as well as being
nearly a mile away. Therefore, it is not likely this facility has impacted the Site and is
considered a de minimis condition.

Business Environmental Risk:

Business environmental risk (BER) is a risk which can have a material environmental or
environmentally-driven impact on the business associated with the current or planned use of a
parcel of commercial real estate, not necessarily limited to those environmental issues required to
be investigated in this practice. The following BER was noted:

¢ Potential Methane Intrusion: Methane was detected in each soil vapor sample collected
at concentrations ranging from 45 parts per million by volume (ppmv) to 1,510 ppmv, but
none of the concentrations exceeded 10% of the LEL (5,000 ppmv). Additionally, low-
level detections of methane present a methane explosivity risk. These findings are likely
attributable to the Site’s location in a thermogenic region and proximity of oil and gas
wells, as well as the on-Site oil and gas wells. This methane is a potential source of
migration into on-Site buildings when it is present in the subsurface. Methane build-up
inside of structures can result in adverse conditions, including potential low-oxygen or
explosive conditions, separate from what would be classified as a REC.
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Following investigation, it appears that “data gaps” as defined by ASTM exist for the Site.
However, in Geosyntec’s opinion, none are considered to be significant with respect to
identification of additional RECs for the Site.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Geosyntec Consultants, Inc. (Geosyntec) was retained on behalf of Seefried Development
Management, Inc. (Seefried or the Client) to perform an update to the Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) for the property located on Del Norte Boulevard in Oxnard, California (the
“Site” or “Subject Property”). Geosyntec understands that Seefried intends to purchase this Site
for development of a warehouse, parking lots, and truck turnaround. The Subject Property location
is depicted on Figure 1 (Site Location Map), a recent layout and site vicinity is provided on Figure
2 (Site Layout Map), and the Site vicinity is shown on Figure 3 (Nearby Properties Map).

1.1 Purpose

This Phase I ESA was conducted in general accordance with the scope and limitations of the
guidance contained within the ASTM International (ASTM) Practice E1527-13. Deviations or
exceptions to the guidance contained in the ASTM E1527-13 standard of practice are described in
Section 1.4. The intent of Geosyntec’s effort is to provide the User with a Phase I ESA that includes
a search for the existence of potential or known surface or subsurface environmental impacts at
the Subject Property. For the purposes of this Phase I ESA report, Seefried represents the “User,”
defined as “the party seeking to use Practice E 1527-13 to complete an environmental site
assessment of the property...”

The Phase I ESA was conducted to identify, to the extent feasible, “Recognized Environmental
Conditions'” (RECs) at the Site, as the “REC” term is defined by ASTM E1527-13. This REC
definition eliminates from consideration a number of conditions that could fall under the general
definition of “environmental” issues and focuses the Phase I ESA on known or potential releases
of hazardous substances and petroleum products that Geosyntec believes could have impacted the
soil and/or groundwater at the Site. Such conditions include radon, wetlands, etc.; unless in the
case where these out of scope items are specifically included in the Client’s scope of work (see
Section 8).

1.2 Scope of Services

Geosyntec was authorized by Scott Irwin on behalf of Seefried to conduct the scope of work
specified in Geosyntec’s 12 February 2020 proposal and authorized via electronic mail on 5
February 2020 and under Seefried Project-Specific Agreement (PSA) issued on 14 February 2020,
and was authorized to perform the update by the same under Seefried’s PSA dated 14 February
2020 and its amendment. The Phase I ESA scope of work included: (i) review of pertinent

! As defined by ASTM E1527-13, a Recognized Environmental Condition is: “the presence or likely presence of any
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future
release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not recognized environmental conditions.”
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information/documents provided by Seefried; (ii) review of environmental databases for the Site
and in the vicinity of the Site pursuant to the ASTM E1527-13 Standard; (iii) review of historical
land usage via historical aerial photographs, fire insurance maps, city directories, and U.S.
Geological Survey (USGS) topographic maps, and past reports on the Subject Property, as
available; (iv) a Site visit to perform a visual reconnaissance of the major Site features; and (v) a
report. In addition, as non-scope items, Geosyntec also reviewed the building/structure age (if
present), and if available, historical information regarding lead-based paint (LBP), asbestos-
containing materials (ACM), and water and mold. These non-scope items are discussed in
Section 8.

This Phase I ESA was prepared by and under the supervision of Mark Johnson, who is an
“Environmental Professional” (as defined under the ASTM Practice E1527-13). Under the
Environmental Professional’s direction and oversight, the initial Site visit was conducted on 21
February 2020 by Joshua Nandi of Geosyntec and a secondary Site visit was performed by Steven
Thorp on 8 May 2020 to assess the additional approximately 10 acres of land. The report was
drafted by Rose Propst and reviewed by Paige Farrell of Geosyntec. The professional
qualifications of the individuals above are presented in Appendix F.

1.3 Significant Assumptions

Except as may be noted in Geosyntec’s proposal, no significant assumptions were taken into
account by Geosyntec as part of this project.

1.4 Limitations, Deviations, and Exceptions

This Phase I ESA was performed according to the agreed upon scope of work with Seefried
consistent with the ASTM Practice E1527-13, except as follows:

¢ Due to time limitations on preparing the Phase I ESA, review of agency files pertaining to
the Site and surrounding properties was limited to online resources only.

e Geosyntec tried to obtain information to allow an interview but was unable to interview
former owners/operators of the Site pursuant to ASTM E1527-13 guidance. Specifically,
this inability to interview the prior owner/occupant affected our ability to identify details
regarding operations of the former tenants located on the agricultural property.

This Phase I ESA contains a property description and history, an environmental database review,
a summary of visual observations made during the Site reconnaissance, and descriptions of
information obtained during interview(s) of person(s) knowledgeable with the Subject Property.
The findings and conclusions presented in this Phase I ESA are the result of professional
interpretation of the information collected at the time of this study. The Phase I ESA does not
necessarily include an exhaustive search of all available records nor does it include detailed
assessment of all Phase I ESA findings. Therefore, Geosyntec cannot “certify” or guarantee that
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any property is free of environmental impairment; no warranties regarding the environmental
quality of the property are expressed or implied.

1.5 Special Terms and Conditions

Except as may be noted in Geosyntec’s proposal, no special contractual terms or conditions were
taken into account as part of this project.

1.6 User Reliance

This Phase I ESA report has been prepared solely for the benefit of Geosyntec’s client, Seefried
Development Management, Inc. (Seefried), and its subsidiaries and affiliated entities. Geosyntec
has issued the Phase I ESA report to Seefried, and grants the right to Seefried Development
Management, Inc. and its capital partners to rely on the report contents. No other party shall have
the right to rely on Geosyntec’s opinions rendered in connection with the Services without
Geosyntec’s written consent which may be conditioned on the third party’s agreement to be bound
to acceptable conditions and limitations similar to this Agreement. Please note that Geosyntec’s
consent to provide a right-to-rely on this report is subject to client’s approval and to agreement to
Geosyntec’s terms and conditions associated with Geosyntec’s performance of this specific scope
of work.

2. SITE DESCRIPTION

This section provides a description of the key characteristics of the Site. This description is derived
from information provided by the client and information gathered during the reconnaissance unless
referenced otherwise.

2.1 Site Location and General Characteristics

The Site is an approximate 75-acre property located within a larger 172-acre parcel (Ventura
County Parcel Assessor’s Parcel Number 216003015; referred to herein as the “Parcel” and
“Parent Property”) located in Oxnard, California. The Site and Parent Property consist of
agricultural land and are surrounded by commercial/industrial properties and other agricultural
properties. The Site is currently vacant and was recently used for agricultural purposes (strawberry
farming). Property records from the Ventura County Assessor’s Office do not contain current or
previous property owner information. The Site location is shown in Figure 1, a Site layout is
provided in Figure 2, and the Site vicinity is shown on Figure 3. A legal description of the Subject
Property was not provided to Geosyntec. Current tax parcel/map information is provided in
Appendix C.
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2.2 Site Characteristics and Current Uses

The Site was recently used for agricultural purposes until approximately one year ago, when it
became vacant. The greater Oxnard area is a large strawberry producer, for which the Site has been
used, along with other crop production.

2.3 Current Use of Adjoining and Nearby Notable Properties

Currently, the vicinity is a mix of commercial spaces, residences, and other agricultural land.
Current uses are summarized below:

e North — Agricultural land, followed by the Ventura Freeway, then commercial businesses
and residences;

e South — A rail spur and commercial businesses including FedEx Freight, a construction
company and yard, additional agriculture, and a Proctor and Gamble Paper Products
warehouse;

e FEast— Del Norte Boulevard, followed by additional agricultural land and Beardsley Wash;
and

e West — Additional agricultural land, followed by Pacific Coast Highway, after which
commercial businesses have been developed.

2.4 Physical Setting

2.4.1 Topography and Geology

The Site is depicted on the USGS 7.5-minute quadrangle map, Oxnard, California. Geosyntec
obtained a physical setting report for the area of the Site from Environmental Risk Information
Services (ERIS). According to the ERIS report (Appendix E), the Site has an elevation of
approximately 65 feet above mean sea level with a decreasing topographic gradient to the
southeast. The ERIS report identified Site soils largely as Camarillo sandy loam, which consists
of sandy loam underlain by sand. The eastern portion of the Site contains Camarillo loam and
Pacheco silty clay loam. According to the Geologic Map of California from the California
Department of Conservation?, the Site vicinity is underlain by Pleistocene- to Holocene-aged
alluvium, lake, playa, and terrace deposits, and a concealed anticline is mapped approximately 2.3
miles northeast of the site, and a concealed syncline is mapped approximately 2.5 miles north and
northwest.

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2.4.2 Hydrology

According to the USGS quadrangle map, the Santa Clara River is located approximately 3.5 miles
northwest of the Site, and the Pacific Ocean is approximately 7 miles west of the Site. According
to the US Fish and Wildlife Service, no freshwater ponds or wetlands exist on the Site; a small
riverine habitat is north of the Site and appears to be a drainage ditch. The majority of the Site is
located in an area of 0.2% chance for an annual flood hazard, and the northeastern and southeastern
corners are located in an area of minimal flood hazard as indicated on the Federal Emergency
Management Agency Flood Insurance Rate Map for the Site.

In general, groundwater flow direction may vary depending on area groundwater pumping, surface
water bodies, land use and development, localized topography, and other macro and micro
features. As noted above, the Site is approximately 7 miles east of the Pacific Ocean and 3.5 miles
southeast of the Santa Clara River, and review of groundwater monitoring reports for groundwater
flow information indicated flow direction may be highly variable both locally and temporally.
Regional groundwater flow in the perched aquifer beneath the Site and its vicinity is generally
gradual with a tendency to flow to the west-southwest towards the Pacific Ocean and will therefore
be used as the groundwater flow gradient in this report (Ventura County, 2015). In Geosyntec’s
Phase II investigation for the Site in 2020, wet soil indicative of groundwater was encountered at
approximately 5-10 feet below ground surface (ft bgs) (Geosyntec, 2020). This is supported by
documentation in a previous Phase II conducted in 2018 in which groundwater was encountered
at approximately 6 to 8 feet bgs (HMC, 2018).

A search of federal and state water well databases identified 416 well records within one mile of
the Site, including 11 United States Geological Survey (USGS) gauging wells, 95 oil and gas wells,
9 locations of period groundwater level measurement locations, and 310 well completion reports.
Of these, four oil and gas well listings were identified on or near the Site. Additional information
about the oil and gas wells on or near the Site is found in Section 4.4.2 and Section 4.5.

3. USER-PROVIDED INFORMATION

This section describes the information provided to Geosyntec by Seefried (the User of this Phase
I ESA). Per ASTM E1527-13, a User questionnaire was provided to the user to inquire about
specialized information related to the Site. To date, a completed questionnaire has not been
provided to Geosyntec; however, Scott Irwin indicated that he has no specialized knowledge of
environmental conditions on the Site beyond that described in Section 3.3 below.

3.1 Title Records

Geosyntec was not provided with and did not review title records for the Site. A property title
search was not included in the scope of Geosyntec’s services.
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3.2 Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations

The User did not provide Geosyntec with records for liens or activity and use limitations for the
Site.

3.3 Specialized Knowledge

With the exception of that included in the prior Phase I provided and Geosyntec’s Phase I and
Phase II reports, the User has no specialized knowledge of environmental conditions on the Site.

3.4 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information

The User indicated it had commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information (as defined
in AAI) regarding the Site.

3.5 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

The User has not informed Geosyntec regarding whether or not the valuation of the Site has been
reduced or otherwise impacted by environmental issues (as defined in AAI) at the Site.

3.6 Owner, Property Manager, and Occupant Information

For this Phase I ESA, the User supplied Geosyntec with the following contact for the Site: Craig
Kaihara of AMC Craig LLC Property Investments, the owner of the Site and Parent Property.

3.7 Reason for Performing This Phase I ESA

Geosyntec understands that the Client engaged Geosyntec to perform this Phase I ESA for the Site
to identify “Recognized Environmental Conditions” (as defined in ASTM E1527-13) and potential
environmental liabilities associated with the Site in preparation for developing the Site.

3.8 Additional Information

The User provided Geosyntec with a previous Phase I ESA and other documents relevant to the
Site including Site schematics. These documents are provided in Appendix B and select documents
are discussed further in Section 4.5. Geosyntec also incorporated the 2020 Phase II Investigation
findings into this report, which is discussed in Section 4.5 and included in Appendix D.

4. RECORDS REVIEW

Geosyntec’s records review consisted of the following, to the extent available and reasonably
ascertainable within the timeframe of the report preparation: 1) review of identified federal, state,
and local environmental databases; ii) review of historical aerial photographs; iii) review of
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historical topographic maps; iv) review of city directories; v) review of select public and
client/owner-provided records related to environmental matters; and vi) review of available
property tax information.

4.1 Environmental Database Search

4.1.1 Overview

Geosyntec contracted with ERIS to provide portions of the records reviewed as described below.
The environmental database search was performed by ERIS in an attempt to ascertain whether the
Site or neighboring properties were suspected of having environmental conditions that could have
impacted the surface or subsurface at the Site. Specific records and search distances (from the
approximate Site boundaries) for the environmental databases were reported by ERIS to be
consistent with ASTM Practice E1527-13 and are discussed in the ERIS Database Report
(presented in Appendix E). Database descriptions are also included in the ERIS report.

The following sections discuss listings that are projected to be located upgradient of the Site and
having reported (or suspected) contamination or that have the potential for significant
contamination that could have impacted the Site (such as National Priorities List [NPL] or
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act [RCRA] Corrective Action sites). The locations of these
listed sites are shown on the Overview Map and Detail Map in the ERIS Report (Appendix E).

4.1.2 Results — Subject Property

No listings were found for the Subject Property.

4.1.3 Results — Vicinity Sites

ERIS identified twenty-three listings (located within 1/8-mile or projected to be upgradient of the
Site), in databases potentially indicative of release (e.g., leaking underground storage tanks,
cleanup sites) or in a database indicative of solid waste disposal (SWF/LF) or land use concerns
(e.g., historical military sites). Of these, the following were considered to have at least a moderate
potential to have impacted the soil or groundwater at the Site:

e 1000/1020 Del Norte Boulevard under Former Western Saw, MGR Design International,
and Goodwill Industries, is located 315 feet east-southeast of the Site and presumed to be
hydraulically cross-gradient to the Site. This address is found under the Oxnard Certified
Unified Program Agency (CUPA), Cleanup Sites, Ventura Hazardous Leaking
Underground Fuel Tanks (HLUFT), Finds/Facility Registration System (FRS), Emissions,
Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS), and RCRA Non-generator databases.
The cleanup and remediation listings were for the entity referred to as Former Western
Saw. Based on the available information in the ERIS entry, an unspecified volume of
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petroleum (type not specified) was released to the environment, affecting soil and soil
vapor (nature of impact was not specified in the ERIS report). The response was initiated
in 1999, after which it appears a limited Phase Il report was submitted, and soil remediation
was undertaken, although the measures taken were not specified in the ERIS report. The
case was listed in ERIS report as completed and closed as of June 2014. It was indicated
that additional information was located on GeoTracker; the results of this search are
discussed in Section 4.4.2.

e 1000 Del Norte Boulevard, approximately 0.08 miles east-southeast and hydraulically
cross- to upgradient of the Site, is under the ERNs database. In 2019, a caller reported that
a truck had overturned and spilled an unknown amount of diesel in a road ditch. The ERIS
entry indicates a response contractor had been hired and dispatched to the spill location.
No additional information is provided. However, based on the distance of the spill location
from the Site, it is Geosyntec’s opinion this listing is unlikely to have adversely impacted
the Site.

e 801 Del Norte Boulevard under Quinn Company is located approximately 1,000 feet
southeast of the Site and presumed to be hydraulically cross- to downgradient of the Site.
This address is listed under RCRA Treatment, Storage, and Disposal (TSD), RCRA Non-
generator, Finds/FRS, Aboveground Storage Tank (AST), Oxnard CUPA, and Emissions
databases. This tenant is listed as a farm and garden machinery and equipment merchant
wholesaler, and transporter/handler of hazardous waste. One 6,000-gallon AST is listed at
this address, and the CERS tank description indicates it is used for petroleum storage.
Several administrative compliance violations were noted associated with this facility, such
as inaccurate site maps uploaded to CERS, inaccurate hazardous waste and chemical
inventory reporting, and mislabeling or not labeling waste containers. A 4,000-gallon
diesel tank is also mentioned in one violation listing; it is unclear if this pertains to the
6,000-gallon tank under the AST listing, or if there are multiple ASTs. However, it does
not appear any releases have occurred at this facility; therefore, it is unlikely it has
adversely impacted the Site.

e 800 N Rice Ave under Facelle Co Inc., Procter and Gamble Paper products co., Southern
California Edison Charmin/Procgen Substation, P&G Solar Array, PVI System
Technology, McConnels Fine Ice Creams, is located approximately 1,000 feet southwest
of the Site and presumed to be hydraulically downgradient of the Site. This facility is listed
under Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Information
System (CERCLIS), CERCLIS No Further Remedial Action Planned (NFRAP), ERNS,
RCRA Large-Quantity Generator (LQG), Finds/FRS, Hazardous Materials Information
Reporting System (HMIRS), AST, Oxnard CUPA, EnviroStor, Toxic Release Inventory
System (TRIS), Ventura Hazardous Material Release (HAZR), Integrated Compliance
Information System (ICIS), Superfund Enterprise Management System (SEMS) Archive,
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Emissions, and California Environmental Reporting System (CERS) Tank databases. This
facility did not qualify for the NPL or other Superfund-related lists based on existing
information. Based on the information available in the ERIS entry, a preliminary
assessment was conducted for this facility in 1989 under the CERCLIS assessment after an
unspecified release discovery in 1981 (Facelle). One 15,000 gallon AST is listed for this
property as well; no contents are specified.

Under Proctor and Gamble, a release of polychlorinated biphenyls was documented in 1994
when an electrical capacitor exploded due to unknown reasons. The fire was extinguished;
the amount of PCB-containing material was not specified and no impacts to soil or
groundwater were documented. Based on release reports from 1995, 2012, 2014, 2015, and
2017, several releases totaling approximately 26,853 pounds of anhydrous ammonia and
less than 1 gram of dioxin and dioxin-related compounds were released. One report
indicated materials may have reached water, but no volume is listed; land/soil also
appeared to have been affected but the nature or volume of contamination is not listed.
Under the CERS Tank listing, several housekeeping (tank or container label) and
administrative (testing paperwork on file) violations were noted, and the integrity of the
secondary containment of a waste emulsion tank was called into question. A waste ink tank
and waste paint drums were also noted to be at the facility. No releases were reported to
have left the Site or impacted nearby properties; therefore, it is Geosyntec’s opinion that
this facility is unlikely to have adversely impacted the Site.

e 2935 Ventura Boulevard under Long Beach Mortgage, approximately 0.5 miles north and
presumed to be hydraulically upgradient of the Site, is listed under the Ventura HLUFT
database. The link provided in these listings to pertinent information is not valid and this
location is discussed further in Section 4.4.1.

e 2927 Ventura Boulevard under CAB Enterprises, approximately 0.5 miles north and
presumed to be hydraulically upgradient of the Site, is listed under the Ventura HLUFT
database. The links provided in these listings to pertinent information are not valid and this
location is discussed further in Section 4.4.1.

e 32550 Ventura Boulevard South under Nyland Acres Treatment Plant and Nyeland Acres
Wastewater, approximately 0.5 miles north-northeast and presumed to be hydraulically
upgradient of the Site, is listed under the LUST and Ventura HLUFT databases. Based on
the information available in the ERIS entry, a release of an unspecified amount of diesel
was reported in 1987 that impacted soil. Site assessment was completed in 1991, and the
status of the case is listed as completed and case closed as of July 2000. The link provided
in the HLUFT listing is invalid and this facility is discussed further in Section 4.4.1.
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e 2550 Gonzalez Road under Standard Pacific, 0.4 miles west-northwest and across Rice
Avenue to the west, is listed under CERCLIS, CERCLIS NFRAP, and the SEMS Archive
databases. Based on the information available in the ERIS entry, a preliminary assessment
was made at this facility in 1996 under the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) after
a hazardous waste discovery in 1995; it is not reported if this is related to a release. No
additional information is listed in the ERIS report. This location appears to correspond to
the Standard Pacific landscape district, which is approximately 4 miles west of the Site and
south of West Gonzales Road (City of Oxnard, 2018), and due to proximity is unlikely to
have adversely affected the Site.

e 2701 Ventura Boulevard under Eckhardt Trailer Property and Gilbert (Gibb) Sawtelle,
approximately 0.5 miles north-northwest and presumed to be hydraulically upgradient to
the Site, is listed in the Ventura HLUFT database. The links provided in these listings to
pertinent information are not valid, and this location is discussed further in Section 4.4.1.

e 3450 Camino Avenue under Power Machinery, approximately 0.4 miles northeast and
presumed to be hydraulically upgradient of the Site, is listed under the LUST and Ventura
HAZR databases. Based on the information provided in the ERIS report, a diesel leak that
impacted soil was reported in 1987 during a tank closure. The volume of diesel released
was not reported. As of 1988, the status is listed as completed and cased closed. No
additional information is provided in the ERIS report, and this location is further discussed
in Section 4.4.1.

e 3601 Nyland Avenue under Ace K Hall, approximately 0.8 miles north of the Site and
presumed to be hydraulically upgradient to the Site, is listed under the Ventura HLUFT
database. The links provided in these listings to pertinent information are not valid.
However, this property was found to be approximately 1 mile north of the Site and as such
is unlikely to have adversely impacted the Site.

e Camarillo Airport, approximately 2.4 miles east, under the Formerly-Used Defense Sites
(FUDS) database. The facility description is truncated in the ERIS report; this location is
further discussed in Section 4.4.3.

4.1.4 Orphan Sites

ERIS identified 22 “orphan sites”, which are listings that are unable to be mapped by ERIS based
on available information. Several listings were on “Via Del Norte” and corresponded to businesses
approximately 1.5 miles northwest of the Site; however, Via Del Norte no longer appears to exist
in this area. Several listings were also related to minor spills on Ventura Freeway north of the Site
and did not appear to significantly migrate from their sources. The remainder of the listings were
not in the immediate vicinity of the Site.
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4.2 Historical Use Information

Geosyntec contracted ERIS to provide standard historical records, including aerial photographs,
topographic maps, fire insurance maps, and city directories. The following documents were
provided to Geosyntec for review and are included in Appendix E:

Historical aerial photographs — 1927, 1938, 1947, 1959, 1967, 1976, 1984, 1994, 2003, 2004,
2005, 2009, 2012, 2014, 2016, and 2018;
e Historical topographic maps — 1904 1943 1949 1950 1951 1967, and 2015;

e Fire insurance maps — Requested, but no coverage was identified by ERIS; and

e City directories — 1927, 1930, 1934, 1938, 1941-42, 1946, 1948-49, 1962, 1967, 1971,
1975, 1980, 1986, 1991, 1996, 2006, 2012, and 2018.

Additional aerial photography was reviewed using GoogleEarth for the following years: 1994,
2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, and 2018, and
using HistoricAerials.com for the following years: 1947, 1967, 1978, 1980, 1994, 2005, 2009,
2010, 2012, 2014, and 2016. Additional topographic maps were reviewed using
HistoricAerials.com as well, for the following years: 1904, 1911, 1925, 1940, 1943, 1947, 1951,
1956, 1974, 2012, 2015, and 2018. A summary of the findings from the review of the historical
sources is provided in Table 1 and is summarized below:

e Site — Based on the earliest topographic maps from 1904 and aerial photographs from 1927,
the Site has been vacant since at least 1904 and has been used for agricultural purposes
since at least 1927. A small structure and unimproved road were on or just north of the
boundary of the Site in 1904 and were deconstructed by 1911. The western portion of the
Site was used for orchard/plantation use by 1927, which expanded east onto the Site by
1947. A small pad or clearing was constructed in the southwestern corner of the Site around
1959 (McGrath 13-1A) and appears to have been vegetated by 1976. A track from heavy
equipment appears to traverse the Site around 2009, and by 2010 features unrelated to
agriculture appear to have been grown over by vegetation.

e Surrounding vicinity — Based on the earliest topographic maps from 1904, the Site vicinity
was largely undeveloped with several improved and unimproved roads in present-day
locations, including Ventura Freeway to the north, Sturgis Road to the south, and North
Del Norte Boulevard and Rice Avenue/Pacific Coast Highway to the west. The Southern
Pacific Railroad is shown approximately one mile south of the Site. By 1943, Nyland
appeared to be developed north of the Site, and Ventura Freeway was a primary highway.
By 1951, an oil well, oil tanks, and an oil derrick were depicted approximately one mile
southwest of the Site along the railroad, and by 1967 two oil wells were depicted south of
the Site and the area approximately 0.75 miles southwest of the Site is labeled “Oil Field”.
By 1976, the area south of the Site appears to have been graded and developed into the
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present-day Proctor & Gamble facility and was completed in 1978 along with a railroad
spur from the Southern Pacific Railroad adjoining the Site to the south. Additional
development was observed around 1984 south of the Site, including several warehouse-
style buildings. Development to the south and east of the Site continued through 2004, and
the area farther north of the Site across Ventura Freeway continued to develop into
commercial and residential developments through this time. By 2005, the Site vicinity
appeared largely similar to the present-day.

In summary, the review of aerial photographs, topographic maps, and city directories revealed
usages (agriculture, commercial/industrial, oil field and oil wells, and adjoining rail spur) that
could be indicative of hazardous materials/chemical storage, management/usage, or disposal at the
Site or in the immediate vicinity that could pose a threat to the soil and/or groundwater quality at
the Site. However, in this review, Geosyntec noted no definitive features showing chemical
management, chemical spills or evidence of waste disposal on or into the ground at the Site with
the exception of the oil and gas wells on and near the Site. Notably, the larger oil field and railroad
spur are cross- to downgradient of the Site.

4.3 Property Tax Records

Geosyntec searched online Ventura County Tax Assessor’s records to obtain records associated
with the Site. Documents obtained indicated the Site is a portion of a larger approximately 172-
acre parcel but did not indicate current Site or parcel owners. The retrieved tax map parcel
information is provided as Appendix C to this report.

4.4 Local, County, State, and Federal Files

Geosyntec searched local, county, and state agencies online databases to search for records
regarding the Site. Relevant information is summarized below.

4.4.1 County Records

Geosyntec searched Ventura County online records, including LUFT, solid waste, individual
sewage disposal systems (septic), Hazardous Materials and Underground Tanks, and Hazardous
Material Release Reports, for information about the Site and surrounding properties. The
information found is summarized below.

e No records were returned for the Site.

e 1000/1020 Del Norte Boulevard under Former Western Saw Facility was found in the
LUFT online record search. The LUFT case file contained a limited Phase II report, a
Revised Expanded Phase II Investigation, Request for Site Closure letter, application and
acceptance letters for entrance to the Voluntary Cleanup Program, and the Remedial Action
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Agreement. Review of these documents indicates cutting/quench oil, hydraulic oil, coolant,
and caustic wastewater caused contamination, particularly of total petroleum hydrocarbons
(TPH) at the former Western Saw facility. Elevated concentrations of TPH were detected
at a maximum of 3,098 mg/kg, and impacts were estimated to attenuate or not be present
below 6 ft bgs. The source of the TPH had reportedly been removed. Groundwater had
been encountered at approximately 18 ft bgs. A site closure report was not provided in the
LUFT case report.

e 2035 Ventura Boulevard under Long Beach Mortgage was found in the LUFT online
record search. The LUFT case file indicated two USTs formerly containing gasoline and
diesel had been removed from this location in 1995. At the time of the removal, TPH and
lead were detected in soil and groundwater samples collected from the excavation. Three
monitoring wells were installed around the former tank locations. Soil samples collected
from these borings indicated no residual TPH-gasoline or -diesel detections. Soil samples
analyzed for lead were below regional background levels, according to the investigation
report and when compared to the Kearney Foundation Background Concentrations of Trace
and Major Elements in California Soils maximum for lead (97.1 mg/kg; Kearney, 1996).
The monitoring wells were routinely sampled until June 1996, and subsequently abandoned
in October 1996. Site closure and no further action (NFA) was granted 21 November 1996
for this facility. As the facility is closed and groundwater was demonstrated to have not
been impacted, it is Geosyntec’s opinion this facility is unlikely to have adversely affected
the Site. A copy of the LUFT case file is included in Appendix D.

e 2927 Ventura Boulevard under CAB Enterprises was found in the LUFT online record
search and the case file indicated two 1,000-gallon steel USTs containing diesel and
gasoline had been removed from the facility in 1988. Residual TPH-diesel and -gasoline,
as well as benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes were detected in groundwater in the
excavation. TPH-gasoline and TPH-diesel were detected at elevated levels in soil, as well
as benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX). Multiple sampling events for soil
and groundwater were conducted at the Site, and soil contamination appears to have been
adequately delineated. In 1999, groundwater samples were analyzed for TPH, BTEX, and
methyl tertiary butyl ether (MTBE). Low detections of toluene, benzene, and xylenes were
observed in one sample, and a trace detection of MTBE one other separate sample.
Detections did not exceed respective USEPA screening levels and only benzene slightly
exceeded its current California Maximum Contaminant Level. As a result, the monitoring
wells were subsequently abandoned, and the facility was granted no further action and
subsequently case closure on 19 October 1999. Based on the distance from the Site, case
closure, and residual impacts left in-place, it is Geosyntec’s opinion this facility is unlikely
to have adversely impacted the Site. The LUFT case closure documents are included in
Appendix D.
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e 32550 Ventura Boulevard South under Nyland Acres Treatment Plant and Nyland Acres
Wastewater was found in the online LUFT records due to a LUFT case as a result of
impacts noted during tank removal. Soil samples from the tank excavation indicated TPH-
diesel and toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes were present due to a release. Soil samples
were subsequently collected to delineate impacts; the impacts were adequately delineated
at the facility and the case was closed 3 July 2000. Based on the impacts having been
delineated and distance from the Site, it is Geosyntec’s opinion this facility is unlikely to
have adversely impacted the Site. The LUFT case closure documents are included in
Appendix D.

e 2701 Ventura Boulevard under Eckhardt Trailer Property and Gilbert (Gibb) Sawtelle was
found in the Ventura Count LUFT database due to residual TPH-gasoline and BTEX
detected in soil and groundwater after a LUST was reported. It was expected that
contamination had migrated offsite to Nyeland Avenue and Ventura Freeway to the
southwest in groundwater. Groundwater was monitored from 1991 until 1998. Multiple
subsequent case files were found under Gilbert (Gibb) Sawtelle, and in the most recent file,
the monitoring wells had been abandoned as of 2008 in preparation for excavation the
impacted soils at the facility. No case closure report was found in the LUFT records. It
appears groundwater impacts were adequately delineated and did not extend south of
Ventura Freeway. Therefore, in Geosyntec’s opinion, it is unlikely this facility adversely
impacted the Site.

e 3450 Camino Avenue under Power Machinery was found within the LUFT records search
for a release in December 1987. The tank volume and amount released was not provided.
Soil samples were collected from the tank excavation and residual kerosene- and diesel-
range TPH was detected in one sample prior to that location being over-excavated. The
final confirmation sample was clean, and the contaminated soil was stockpiled onsite to
attenuate. The case was granted closure by the County of Ventura Resource Management
Agency in May 1988. Based on the removal of contaminated soil from below the surface
and the source of the release, as well as distance from the Site, it is Geosyntec’s opinion
this facility is unlikely to have adversely impacted the Site.

Geosyntec was also provided the agenda, minutes, and staff report and attachments for a City of
Oxnard Planning Commission meeting conducted 21 May 2020. This meeting addressed the
Sakioka Farms Business Park Tentative Tract and Development Agreement. This discussion
encompassed the Sakioka Farms development as a whole (including the Site), as well as
recommendations related to its development. This packet acknowledges the on-Site and vicinity
oil and gas wells, and recommends the oil and gas wells be verified and recommendations for
testing, remediation, and access provided by CalGEM be implemented. This packet is found in
Appendix D.
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4.4.2 State Records

Geosyntec searched the CalEPA and State Water Resources Control Board online databases® for
information relevant to the environmental condition of the Site and vicinity properties. No records
were returned for the Site. Geosyntec did not identify additional facilities that may pose a risk to
the Site other than those found and detailed in the ERIS report and/or Count of Ventura online
records search described elsewhere in this report. Case closure documents were located in these
State Records for the Former Western Saw facility, which were had not been found in the County
database search. Based on a review of these additional documents, the contamination at the
Western Saw location appears to have been adequately delineated, the source and impacted soil
removed with a small amount of impacted soil allowed to remain onsite due to inaccessibility, and
groundwater was not reported to have been impacted. The facility was granted no further action
and case closure in a letter dated 18 June 2014. Based on the delineation of the contamination at
the facility and closure, it is unlikely this facility has impacted the Site. A copy of this letter is
included in Appendix C.

Geosyntec also searched the CalGEM WellFinder* for oil wells on or near the Site, as topographic
maps indicated the Site is in the vicinity of a former or current oil field. The Site was found to be
in the Oxnard Oil and Gas Field, which extends north to Ventura Freeway, west to approximately
North Oxnard Boulevard/Saviers Road, south to Lagura Road, and east to Wood Road. Based on
the mapped well locations in the WellFinder, three plugged oil and gas wells (McGrath 1/Max
Pray, McGrath 13-1A, and McGrath 13-2) are mapped on the Site, with McGrath 1/Max Pray
mapped in the southern portion of the Site, McGrath 13-1A in the western portion of the Site, and
McGrath 13-2 mapped in the central portion of the Site near or beneath the proposed building
footprint. McGrath 2 is mapped adjoining the Site to the north. These wells were physically
identified by a previous consultant in 2002 and then by Geosyntec in 2020; these findings are
discussed in Section 4.5 during review of this report, as one well (McGrath 13-2) was found to be
apparently incorrectly mapped by CalGEM and does not appear to be on the Site, but rather
adjoining the Site to the north.

4.4.3 Federal Records

Review of the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) records associated with
sites listed in the ERIS Database Report did not reveal additional information or potential for RECs
in connection with the Subject Property, Parent Property, or surrounding properties.

Review of the USEPA Enforcement and Compliance History Online (ECHO)® database did not
reveal records in connection with the Site, Parent Property, or surrounding properties that revealed

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information or potential RECs. Several surrounding properties were identified in the ECHO
database; however, no violations were reported that may have impacted the Site. This database is
used to track compliance, releases, and other information for facilities handling hazardous
materials.

Review of the USEPA National Priorities List (NPL)® database did not reveal records in
connection with the Site, Parent Property, or surrounding properties. This database lists sites of
national priority among the known releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances,
pollutants, or contaminants throughout the United States and its territories.

The Camarillo Airport is located approximately one mile to the east and is listed in the FUDS
database as mentioned in the ERIS report review. Geosyntec searched the US Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) FUDS Portal’ for information about the airport. Based on the report provided
by the USACE, the airport is known or suspected to contain military munitions and explosives of
concern (e.g. unexploded ordnances) that may present an explosive hazard. Based on a
groundwater monitoring report for the airport from 2015, several remedial investigations have
been conducted at the airport, including: a preliminary assessment and site investigation; an
archive search for unexploded ordnances, ordnance and explosive waste, and/or chemical warfare
materials; and remedial and supplemental remedial investigations. A landfill was discovered in the
western portion of the airport and subsequently investigated and monitored. Groundwater was
shown to flow to the southwest at a relatively flat gradient (0.003 ft/ft during 2015) and trace
detections of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) were shown to have migrated off-site to the
agricultural property to the south of the airport. It is also noted that some of the materials in the
materials in the landfill may have had aqueous film forming foam (AFFF) containing per- or
polyfluorinated alkyl substances (PFAS) and testing would be needed. Additional information
regarding the PFAS testing was not provided in the USACE report or on GeoTracker. However,
based on the orientation of groundwater flow to the southwest as measured in the aforementioned
groundwater monitoring report, and the distance from the Site (1 mile), it is unlikely this facility
has adversely impacted the Site. A copy of the USACE report and groundwater monitoring report
are in Appendix D.

4.5 Client- or Owner-Provided Environmental Assessment Documents

The User provided a Phase I ESA and Phase II Site Investigation to Geosyntec. These were
conducted by Hazard Management Consulting (HMC) for portions of land contained within the
Site (approximately 54 acres). These documents are summarized below. The Phase I ESA
contained several historical environmental documents (Padre Associates, Inc. [Padre] and RBF
Consulting [RBF]), which are also summarized below. Additionally, Geosyntec performed a Phase

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IT Investigation at the Site following the submittal of the original version of this Phase I ESA. The
Phase II Investigation is also summarized below.

Phase I ESA, HMC, 2018

A Phase I ESA was conducted by HMC for an approximately 54-acre area within the eastern
portion of the Site, for Seefried Industrial Properties, Inc., for the purpose of evaluating the Site
for potential RECs prior to development. The historical presence of oil wells on the Site with
documented releases of hydrocarbons that impacted soil as documented by a previous consultant,
Padre, were considered a REC. The release consisted of visual evidence of hydrocarbon impacts
to soil near one well north of the Site, and soil analysis results confirming these impacts. No
HRECs or CRECs were identified. In addition to the REC identified by HMC described in the
Padre reports, HMC indicated residual pesticide and fertilizers could be present in soil and
recommended any soil transported offsite be adequately characterized prior to transport, and soil
and methane sampling should be conducted at the site to assess potential impacts.

Padre was retained by the landowner in 2002 to review the oil and gas developmental history of
the site as referenced in the HMC report and determined two wells may have been located on the
54-acre site. After review, it was found that these wells had not been abandoned to current
standards. Padre located and evaluated all wells at the site and vicinity (within the Parent Property
and agricultural land to the north). Elevated concentrations of hydrocarbons were detected next to
well 13-2, which is found to be located north of the Site, and Padre recommended additional
investigations be conducted around all the wells to evaluate residual hydrocarbons in soil. In
addition to well 13-2, Max Pray/McGrath 1, McGrath 2, and McGrath 13-1A wells are located
near the Site. Well logs for these wells are included in Appendix C.

The Padre report also included a Phase I ESA conducted by RBF in 2002. The subject site of the
RBF Phase I was the entire 427-acre Sakioka Farms property, which includes the Site. Several
areas of chemical storage, pesticide mixing, and petroleum storage were noted around the Site.
The map provided by RBF did not include all areas discussed in the report (map is cut off). In the
chemical storage area northwest of the Site, it was noted nine ASTs had been staged for
pesticide/fertilizer and gasoline and diesel storage, and multiple 55-gallon drums had also been
staged in this location with no labels. Minor surficial staining was noted in this area. No RECs
were formally identified as a result of the Phase I; however, RBF recommended pesticide sampling
measures for areas used for agriculture including the Site (as referenced by Geosyntec in Section
2.1), as well as areas outside the Site within the Parent Property or the area to the north to assess
minor staining from equipment or lead from the nearby freeway. The oil wells were also noted to
have been evaluated by Padre concurrently with the RBF report, and it was recommended DOGGR
(now CalGEM) guidelines be followed, and radon be considered when developing the property.
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Phase II ESA, HMC, 2018

In the HMC Phase II conducted in 2018, wells near the site were assessed and soil was sampled
near select wells. Soil was not observed to be impacted near the Max Pray McGrath 1 well south
of the Site and soil and methane were not sampled near this well. Soil was observed to be impacted
near the McGrath 13-2 well north of the Site and was sampled. Detections of TPH-gasoline were
observed at a maximum concentration of 400 mg/kg, TPH-diesel at a maximum concentration of
7,500 mg/kg, TPH-heavy range oil at a maximum concentration of 8,000 mg/kg, toluene at a
maximum concentration of 1.3 mg/kg, ethylbenzene up to a maximum concentration of 4 mg/kg,
and xylenes up to 8.9 mg/kg. A subsequent subsurface investigation was conducted to determine
if these impacts encroached onto the Site, and also to determine if methane or pesticide impacts
were on the Site. Twelve trenches, approximately 30 to 40 feet in length, were excavated to
approximately 8 ft bgs on the Site close to the nearby oil wells; two intersecting trenches on the
Site closest to each well, and four trenches around each intersection; soil samples were collected
from each trench and one per intersection for a total of ten samples. Eight methane monitoring
points were also advanced below the proposed building slab location and near the center of each
trench intersection, and eight shallow soil samples were collected from the Site for pesticide
analyses. The ten samples collected from the trenches were analyzed for TPH-gasoline, TPH-
diesel, TPH-heavy range oil, and VOCs; select samples were analyzed for metals. No TPH or
VOCs were detected. Metals were within their respective EPA and/or state screening levels and
regional background levels (Kearney Report). Groundwater was encountered at approximately 6-
8 ft bgs, which limited methane sampling depths; no methane was detected in the samples collected
from the probes, or during field screening prior to sampling nor was any methane detected 24 hours
following sampling. Low detections of 4,4’-dichlorodiphenyldichloroethylene (DDE), 4’,4-
dichlorodiphenyltrichloroethane (DDT), and toxaphene were detected in all soil samples, with
maximum concentrations of 0.052 mg/kg, 0.038 mg/kg, and 0.289 mg/kg, respectively. These were
below the respective EPA screening levels for these constituents. The Phase II report concluded
that pesticides, methane, or oil-field-related constituents were not present at the Site at
concentrations that would pose a risk to human health or the environment and did not recommend
any additional investigations.

Phase II Investigation, Geosyntec, 2020

Geosyntec performed a Phase II Investigation at the Site in May 2020 as a result of the findings of
Site and adjoining property Phase I ESAs, including potential and documented subsurface impacts
attributable to the presence of on-Site and adjoining oil and gas wells, and potential residual
pesticide impacts to soil attributable to the current and long-time agricultural use of the Site and
vicinity. The Phase II ESA included soil and soil vapor sampling to investigate potential impacts
to the Site and to provide recommendations for Site development. Geosyntec also conducted a
surface geophysical survey to positively identify the locations of the on-Site and adjoining oil and
gas wells, and a land survey to provide survey coordinates of the well locations, to assist in
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engagement with the California Department of Conservation, Geologic Energy Management
Division (CalGEM) and obtain information necessary for Site development.

Geophysical Survey

The geophysical survey of the suspected well locations on 8 May 2020 confirmed anomalies
consistent with the presence of oil and gas wells, and a later geophysical survey onl14 May 2020
of the proposed building footprint and CalGEM-mapped location of McGrath 13-2 indicated
anomalies indicative of an oil and gas well did not appear to be present beneath the proposed
building slab.

Soil Sampling

Six shallow soil borings were advanced on 11 May 2020 to one ft bgs in the interior of the Site,
within the proposed building footprint. No elevated PID readings were detected during sampling,
with the highest detection of 7.3 parts per million by volume. Soil samples were analyzed for
organophosphorus pesticides (OPPs) by USEPA method 8081, organochlorine pesticides (OCPs)
by USEPA method 8141, and CAM-17 metals by USEPA methods 6010 and 7471 (mercury).
Arsenic was detected at concentrations ranging from 2.3 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) to 3.8
mg/kg. These levels exceeded one or more USEPA (0.68 and 3.0 mg/kg) and DTSC (0.11 and 0.36
mg/kg) screening levels for residential and commercial settings, respectively, but did not exceed
the DTSC-accepted regional maximum background concentration for arsenic (11 mg/kg). The
project method detection limits for thallium (5.0 or 5.1 mg/kg) were above both the screening
DTSC residential screening level (0.78 mg/kg) and accepted regional maximum background level
(1.10 mg/kg). Thallium was not detected above the method detection limit of 5.0 or 5.1 mg/kg,
which is above the screening level for thallium. However, thallium was not detected above the
DTSC screening level for commercial scenarios (12 mg/kg). Toxaphene, an insecticide, was
detected at concentrations ranging from 390 to 790 ng/kg. Three samples contained toxaphene
above the USEPA and DTSC screening levels for residential scenarios (490 and 450 ug/kg), but
did not exceed screening levels for commercial scenarios (2,100 and 1,200 pg/kg, respectively).

Soil Vapor Sampling

Twelve temporary soil vapor probes were installed on 11 and 12 May 2020 at ten locations within
the planned building footprint at the Site and near each onsite and adjoining oil and gas well. These
temporary soil vapor probes were advanced to evaluate the presence of volatile organic compounds
(VOCs), methane, and hydrogen sulfide in the subsurface beneath the planned building footprint
at the Site.

Six of the soil vapor probes were collocated with the six soil borings within the proposed building
footprint in the interior of the Site. These soil vapor probes were advanced to and screened at a
maximum depth of 5 ft bgs due to encountering moist soil, indicative of shallow groundwater
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below this depth. Six soil vapor probes were also advanced near the on-Site and adjoining oil and
gas wells to evaluate the presence of residual VOCs, methane, and hydrogen sulfide in the
subsurface near these wells. At McGrath 13-2 and McGrath 13-1A, probes were screened at depths
of 5 and 14 or 15 ft bgs. At McGrath 2 and McGrath 1/Max Pray, probes were screened at 5 ft bgs
due to encountering moist soil indicative of possible shallow groundwater. Soil vapor samples
were collected from probes and analyzed using an on-Site mobile lab. Samples were analyzed for
VOCs by USEPA Method 8260B and field-screened for methane, hydrogen sulfide, oxygen,
carbon monoxide, and probe pressure using a field meter.

Methane was detected in each soil vapor sample collected at concentrations ranging from 45 ppmv
to 1,510 ppmv, but none of the concentrations exceeded 10% of the LEL (5,000 ppmv). The
presence of methane in each soil vapor sample collected indicated methane is ubiquitous in the
subsurface at the Site, and is likely attributable to a thermogenic source. Oxygen levels ranged
from 16.9% to 19.9% and were slightly below typical ambient oxygen levels (20.95%). Oxygen
levels are expected to decrease with depth, indicating oxygen levels are likely higher and closer to
atmospheric levels within the 1 to 4 ft bgs interval. Carbon monoxide was detected in six probes
during field screening, ranging from 5.0 to 58.0 ppmv. Hydrogen sulfide was not detected. Probe
pressures were measured at 0.0 inches of water, indicating subsurface soil vapor conditions are
under neither a positive nor negative pressure.

VOC detections were compared to ambient air screening levels for residential and commercial
scenarios divided by the default attenuation factor of 0.3 (“default screening levels™), as well as
divided by 0.001 and 0.0005 for attenuation representative of new residential or commercial
construction (“modified screening levels”). Benzene concentrations ranged from 4.2 micrograms
per meters cubed (ng/m3) to 22 pg/m3. Benzene concentrations in all 12 soil vapor samples
exceeded the default residential screening level, but only 5 of 12 soil vapor samples contained
benzene at concentrations exceeding the default commercial screening levels. Chloroform
concentrations ranged from non-detectable (less than the method detection limit of 2.8 pg/m3) to
13 pg/m3. Chloroform concentrations in 5 of 12 soil vapor samples exceeded the default residential
screening level, but none of the 12 soil vapor samples contained chloroform at concentrations
exceeding the default commercial screening levels. Ethylbenzene concentrations ranged from 2.2
to 50 pg/m3. The ethylbenzene concentration in one soil vapor sample exceeded the default
residential screening level, but none of the 12 soil vapor samples contained ethylbenzene at
concentrations exceeding the default commercial screening levels.

Other VOCs detected include carbon disulfide, toluene, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-
trimethylbenzene, o- and m,p-xylenes, isopropylbenzene, and p- and n-isopropylbenzene.
Concentrations of these analytes did not exceed default screening levels or future construction
modified screening levels for residential or commercial scenarios.
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Survey

The oil and gas wells on and near the Site were surveyed and marked at the surface. Per discussion
with CalGEM and best practices, it is advised no structures or paved surfaces are constructed over
these locations. Additionally, per conversations with CalGEM, it is advised that ample room for
an over-well rig is left around each well location in the event any well maintenance is required by
CalGEM. Development should be conducted in accordance with local and State regulations
regarding development near oil and gas wells and methane mitigation.

S. SITE RECONNAISSANCE

5.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions

The initial reconnaissance of the Site was conducted by Geosyntec representative Joshua Nandi
on 21 February 2020. A secondary reconnaissance of the Site (with the added 10 acres included)
was performed on 8 May 2020 by Steven Thorp of Geosyntec. Photographs taken during the
reconnaissance are included in Appendix A. Adjoining properties were peripherally observed from
the perimeter of the Subject Property.

As part of the Site reconnaissance, Geosyntec looked for evidence of the presence of hazardous
substances used, stored, or discarded, and inspected the Site for areas of disturbed or discolored
soil, suspect equipment and/or building materials which may contain hazardous substances, areas
of distressed vegetation, wastewater discharge areas, storage tanks/septic systems, waste
management/disposal areas, lagoons, pits, sumps, surface water management areas, and stained
surfaces.

5.2 Utility Service & Materials Management Provider Information

At the time of the Site visit, no utilities (i.e., electricity, potable water/sewer, soil waste disposal,
and/or natural gas) were provided at the Site. No used oil, hazardous waste, or used batteries were
reportedly generated at the Site.

5.3 Interior and Exterior Observations

Observations made by Geosyntec during the Site reconnaissance are documented as follows:

5.4 Adjoining Property Reconnaissance

With the exception of the adjoining agricultural land to the north and west, Geosyntec did not visit
the adjacent/adjoining properties but did observe them from vantage points on the Site and on
public roads near the Site. Geosyntec viewed the location of McGrath 13-2 and general vicinity of
McGrath 2, adjoining the Site to the north, during the reconnaissance. With the exception of the
oil and gas wells and agricultural usage, our limited inspection of adjacent and vicinity properties
did not reveal conditions suggesting obvious environmental impairments with the ability to impact
the Site at the adjacent properties during the time of our Site reconnaissance.

6. INTERVIEWS

6.1 Interview with Current Owner/Occupant

On 25 March 2020, Geosyntec conducted a phone interview with Craig Kaihara of AMC Craig
LLC, one of the owners of the Site. Mr. Stallings indicated he has been assigned to the Site since
1975, when he and Mr. Jeremy Sakioka purchased the Site from the Xerox Corporation. The Site
had formerly been occupied by the McGrath Family. Mr. Kaihara supplied information regarding
Site features, operations, and history. The information gathered during the interview is included in
this document.

6.2 Interview with Previous Owner/Occupant

Geosyntec was not provided with contact information for any of the former property owners;
Geosyntec did not conduct an interview with former owner representatives.

6.3 Interview with Local Agencies

In accordance with the Client agreed-to scope of work associated with this Phase I ESA, Geosyntec
did not interview local agency personnel.
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7. FINDINGS, OPINIONS, AND DATA GAPS

In the following sections, Geosyntec presents our findings and opinions, data gaps, and
conclusions (Sections 7.1 through 7.3) regarding any identified RECs, controlled RECs (CRECs:),
historical RECs (HRECs), and/or de minimis conditions associated with the Site.

7.1 Findings and Opinions

Geosyntec has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope
and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of the Subject Property described herein. Any
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 1.4 of this report. This
assessment did not reveal evidence of controlled recognized environmental conditions or historical
recognized environmental conditions in connection with the Site. This assessment revealed
evidence of recognized environmental conditions and de minimis conditions. These identified
conditions are described below:

Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs)

As defined by ASTM E1527-13, a REC is: “the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment;
(2) under conditions indicative of a release to the environment,; or (3) under conditions that pose
a material threat of a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not recognized
environmental conditions.”

The following REC was identified by Geosyntec:

¢ Oxnard QOil Field and Oil and Gas Wells: The region has a history of known oil and gas
exploration and production, and the Site is contained within an area historically referred to
as the Oxnard Oil Field. Two of these oil and gas wells are located on the Site: McGrath
1/Max Pray is near the southern boundary of the Site and McGrath 13-1A is near the
western boundary of the Site. Three other oil and gas wells are in close proximity to the
Site (McGrath 13-2, McGrath 2, and McGrath 13-3, north, northwest, and west of the Site,
respectively). Previous Phase I ESAs identified the presence of apparent soil staining in
the vicinity of several wells. A 2018 subsurface investigation related to this finding
consisted of soil sampling from trenches on a 54-acre portion of the Site near the wells,
sampling soil vapor for methane impacts near the trenches, and sampling soil vapor from
the then-proposed building pad on the Site. Trench soil samples were analyzed for total
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH), volatile organic compounds (VOCs), and select samples
were analyzed for metals. TPH and VOCs were not detected, arsenic was below the
regional background maximum (12 mg/kg), and other select metals were below their
respective EPA and/or Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) screening levels
and regional maximum background concentrations.
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Geosyntec conducted a Phase II investigation in May 2020 after the completion of the
previous Phase I ESA for a 65-acre portion of the Site in March 2020. The purpose of the
Phase I ESA was to collect more recent and extensive soil and soil vapor data, as well as
to assess conditions beneath the revised Site development plan. On 8 May 2020, Geosyntec
and its subcontractors performed a geophysical survey of the four oil and gas wells on or
near the Site (McGrath 13-2, McGrath 2, McGrath 13-1A, and McGrath 1/Max Pray) to
confirm their locations, as well as a geophysical survey of the former building footprint to
confirm an anomaly indicating an oil and gas well mapped by CalGEM was not present.
This survey confirmed the locations of the four oil and gas wells. Anomalies indicating the
presence of an oil and gas well beneath the proposed building footprint were not found.

On 11 and 12 May 2020, soil vapor sampling was conducted around the four oil and gas
well locations, as well as at six locations within the proposed building footprint. Soil vapor
samples were collected and analyzed for volatile organic compounds, and soil vapor probes
were field-screened for methane, hydrogen sulfide, oxygen, and carbon monoxide, as well
as monitored for relative pressure. VOC detections were compared to ambient air screening
levels for residential and commercial scenarios divided by the default attenuation factor of
0.3 (“default screening level”), as well as divided by 0.001 and 0.0005 for attenuation
representative of new residential or commercial construction (“modified screening level”).
Results of the soil vapor screening notably included benzene concentrations that ranged
from 4.2 micrograms per meters cubed (ug/m?) to 22 pg/m?; chloroform concentrations
that ranged from non-detectable (less than the method detection limit of 2.8 pg/m?) to 13
ng/m?®, and ethylbenzene concentrations that ranged from 2.2 to 50 pug/m’. Benzene
concentrations in all 12 soil vapor samples exceeded the default residential screening level,
but only 5 of 12 soil vapor samples contained benzene at concentrations exceeding the
default commercial screening levels. Chloroform concentrations in 5 of 12 soil vapor
samples exceeded the default residential screening level, but none of the 12 soil vapor
samples contained chloroform at concentrations exceeding the default commercial
screening levels. The ethylbenzene concentration in one soil vapor sample exceeded the
default residential screening level, but none of the 12 soil vapor samples contained
ethylbenzene at concentrations exceeding the default commercial screening levels. These
constituents did not exceed modified screening levels. Other VOCs detected include carbon
disulfide, toluene, 1,2.4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene, o- and m,p-xylenes,
isopropylbenzene, and p- and n-isopropylbenzene; however, none of these analytes
exceeded residential or commercial default screening levels.

Although modified screening levels were not exceeded in soil vapor, several constituents
(benzene, ethylbenzene, and chloroform) exceeded default State of California residential
and/or commercial screening levels. Therefore, this finding is considered a REC.

De Minimis Conditions
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A de minimis condition is a condition that “generally does not present a threat to human health
or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought
to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies”. De minimis conditions are not recognized
environmental conditions.

Based on the information Geosyntec obtained, Geosyntec has concluded that the following
findings do not meet the definition of a REC, CREC or HREC and are de minimis conditions:

e Historical and Current Agricultural Use: The majority of the Subject property has been
recently used for agricultural purposes, and had been used as such since at least 1927,
according to historical aerials of the Site and historical Site documents. Agricultural use is
known to be associated with pesticide, herbicide, and other chemical use for the control of
pests and plant disease. During the time of the first Site reconnaissance in February 2020,
pesticidal chemicals had recently been applied to a nearby field; however, no evidence of
inappropriate or excessive application was observed, and pesticides did not appear to have
been applied to the Site itself at the time of the second site reconnaissance in May 2020.
As part of Geosyntec’s Phase II investigation, shallow soil samples were collected at the
Site and analyzed for organochlorine and organophosphorus pesticides and metals. Arsenic
and toxaphene were the only constituents detected above one or more potential screening
levels. Arsenic was detected at concentrations ranging from 2.3 milligrams per kilogram
(mg/kg) to 3.8 mg/kg. These levels exceeded one or more USEPA (0.68 and 3.0 mg/kg)
and DTSC (0.11 and 0.36 mg/kg) screening levels for residential and commercial settings,
respectively, but did not exceed the DTSC-accepted regional maximum background
concentration for arsenic (11 mg/kg). Toxaphene, an insecticide, was detected at
concentrations ranging from 390 to 790 ug/kg. Three samples contained toxaphene above
the USEPA and DTSC screening levels for residential scenarios (490 and 450 pg/kg) but
did not exceed screening levels for commercial scenarios (2,100 and 1,200 pg/kg,
respectively). In addition, while thallium was not detected, the project method detection
limits for thallium (5.0 or 5.1 mg/kg) were above both the screening DTSC residential
screening level (0.78 mg/kg) and accepted regional maximum background level (1.10
mg/kg), but below the DTSC screening level for commercial scenarios (12 mg/kg). Low
levels of these pesticide constituents identified below their respective screening levels for
commercial/industrial use constitutes a de minimis condition.

e Adjoining Railroad Tracks: Site observations and historical aerial photographs and
topographic maps show a railroad spur adjoining the Site to the south. Railroads are
commonly associated with potential spills from trains or with treated wood within railroad
ties, which may contain heavy metals. However, the presence of treated wood is not
confirmed for this railroad and no spills or derailments are reported in this location.
Therefore, this is considered a de minimis condition.
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e Nearby Formerly Used Defense Site (FUDS) — Camarillo Airport: The Camarillo
Airport, which is approximately one mile to the east, is listed within the FUDS database
and was used by the Army, California Air National Guard, Naval Air Missile Test Center,
and by the Air Force Aerospace Defense Command as a military fighter installation. The
property is known or suspected to contain military munitions and explosives of concern,
which may present an explosive hazard. Additionally, a landfill was discovered at this
location. However, groundwater monitoring is occurring at this facility, and groundwater
flow indicates this facility is presumed to be cross-gradient of the Site as well as being
nearly a mile away. Therefore, it is not likely this facility has impacted the Site and is
considered a de minimis condition.

Business Environmental Risk:

Business environmental risk (BER) is a risk which can have a material environmental or
environmentally-driven impact on the business associated with the current or planned use of a
parcel of commercial real estate, not necessarily limited to those environmental issues required to
be investigated in this practice. The following BER was noted:

¢ Potential Methane Intrusion: Methane was detected in each soil vapor sample collected
at concentrations ranging from 45 parts per million by volume (ppmv) to 1,510 ppmv, but
none of the concentrations exceeded 10% of the LEL (5,000 ppmv). Additionally, low-
level detections of methane present a methane explosivity risk. These findings are likely
attributable to the Site’s location in a thermogenic region and proximity of oil and gas
wells, as well as the on-Site oil and gas wells. This methane is a potential source of
migration into on-Site buildings when it is present in the subsurface. Methane build-up
inside of structures can result in adverse conditions, including potential low-oxygen or
explosive conditions, separate from what would be classified as a REC.

7.2 Data Gaps

In accordance with ASTM E1527-13, this section documents data gaps in the information obtained
and reviewed as part of this Phase I ESA and discusses the associated significance. A data gap is
defined as being “a lack of or inability to obtain information required by this practice [ASTM
E1527-13] despite good faith efforts by the environmental professional to gather such
information”. Data gaps identified included the following:

e Due to time and scope limitations in preparing the Phase I ESA, no in-person file review
was conducted with local, State, or Federal agencies.

e Geosyntec tried to obtain information to allow an interview but was unable to interview
former owners/operators of the Site pursuant to ASTM E1527-13 guidance. However, the
Site use was determined to be agricultural since at least 1927.
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Collectively, in Geosyntec’s opinion, none are considered to be significant with respect to
identification of additional RECs for the Site. These data gaps have been incorporated into our
findings.

7.3 Conclusions

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527 of the property on North Del Norte Boulevard, the property.
Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 1.4 of this report. This
assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with
the Site except the following:

e Oxnard Oil Field and Oil and Gas Wells
8. NON-SCOPE CONSIDERATIONS

8.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACM)

No buildings are on the Site. Mr. Kaihara indicated that, to his knowledge, ACMs were not present
at the subject property.

Please note that this report should not be construed as constituting an asbestos assessment for the
purposes of demolition or reconstruction or for complying with applicable regulatory standards.

8.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

No buildings are on the Site. Mr. Kaihara indicated that, to his knowledge, LBP was not present
at the subject property.

Please note that this report should not be construed as constituting a lead-based paint survey for
the purposes of demolition or reconstruction or for complying with applicable regulatory
standards.

8.3 Water and Mold

No buildings are on the Site.

Note that our assessment did not include a thorough review of all building spaces and areas of water
damage or mold may be present in areas not readily observable.

1927: The Site appears to be fallow/unused or for hay-type crops, based on the lack of clear orientation of
vegetation, except for the western portion of the Site which appears to be orchard use.

1938: The western portion of the Site still appears to be used for orchard use based on vegetation
orientation (circles in straight lines).

BACKGROUND

As part of its ESA, HMC was provided with reports previously prepared for the larger Sakioka
Farms property including a report prepared by Padre Associates, Inc. (Padre). Padre completed
a review of the Site historical land use and oil and gas development of the larger Sakioka Farms
property in 2002 (Padre, 2002a). Based on this work, the larger property was used for
agricultural purposes since at least 1927. The larger property was also reported to be located

within the Oxnard Oil Field and seven abandoned oil wells were-id fled. Based on this

discovered exceeding residential screening levels for the protection of human health. Padre

recommended that the extent of the impacted soil discovered should be further assessed.

As part of its investigation, HMC used the survey data provided by Padre and a scaled Site map
to locate the seven wells on the larger property with respect to the Site boundary. Based on
this information, two of the wells, designated as Chevron U.S.A. “McGrath 13” 2 and Max Pray
“McGrath” 1, are located immediately north and south of the Site boundary, respectively
(Figure 2). As noted on Figures 2 and 3, “McGrath” 1 is located approximately 25 feet south of
the Site. During Padre’s investigation, the well casing was exposed and surveyed, and no
impacted soil was visually determined to be present and no methane gas sampling was

As noted on Figures 2 and 4, “McGrath 13” 2 is located approximately 90 feet north of the Site.
During Padre’s investigation, no methane gas testing was completed on this well casing. Padre
visually noted petroleum hydrocarbon impacted soil. Two soil samples were collected and
laboratory results indicated total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline C4-Cy, (TPHg) up to 400
milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg), total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel fuel C;3-C,3 (TPHd) up
to 7,500 mg/kg, total petroleum hydrocarbons as oil C,3. (TPHo) up to 8,000 mg/kg, toluene up
to 1.3 mg/kg, ethylbenzene up to 4 mg/kg, and xylenes up to 8.9 mg/kg. No detectable
concentrations of benzene and no detectable to low concentrations of metals were reported.

Again, these samples were collected from areas that are off of the Site boundaries.

Due to the limited investigations completed next to these wells a e proximity of these

OBIJECTIVES

The objectives of the subsurface investigation were to assess whether elevated concentrations
of methane gas were present beneath the Site, to assess whether elevated concentrations of
petroleum hydrocarbons, volatile organic compounds (VOCs), and metals were present in soil
from the historic oilfield operations, and to assess whether elevated concentrations of

pesticides were present in soil beneath the Site.

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As presented below, selected soil samples were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons
carbon chain Cs-C3; (TPHcc), VOCs, organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), and Title 22 metals in
general accordance with EPA Method Nos. 8015 modified, 8260B, 8081A, and 6010/7000
series. Soil gas was also monitored for methane gas using a Landtec GEM 2000 landfill gas

meter.

Soil samples were generally assessed for the protection of the environment and human health
by comparing the results to regulatory guidelines. To determine the potential groundwater risk,
concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons and VOCs in the soil were evaluated based on the
Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (LARWQCB), Interim Site Assessment
and Cleanup Guidebook dated May 1996 (referred to herein as the “LARWQCB guidelines”). The

LARWQCB guidelines are based on the protection of groundwater-and\take into account a

industrial/commercial properties {feferred to as “DTSC-SLi”). The EPA also provides Regional

Screening Levels for soil at industrial/commercial properties (referred to as “EPA-RSLi”). The
concentrations of TPHcc, VOCs, metals, and OCPs were compared to these very conservative
guidelines for the protection of human health. Metals are naturally occurring. Because the
natural occurring concentrations of arsenic in California soils typically exceed the DTSC-SLi and
EPA-RSLi values, elevated concentrations of arsenic were defined as levels exceeding published
background concentrations. In 2005, the DTSC completed an extensive study of arsenic
concentrations at potential school properties for the City of Los Angeles Unified School District
(LAUSD). Based on this study, the DTSC presented a screening level of 12 mg/kg. For purposes of

this report, elevated concentrations of arsenic were defined as concentrations exceeding 12

mg/kg

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Methane concentrations were considered “elevated” if the concentrations posed a potential
explosion risk to the future building. Methane gas concentrations were compared to the Lower
Explosion Limit (LEL) of 50,000 parts per million (ppm). Typically, agencies require engineering
controls when methane gas reaches 25 percent of the LEL, or 12,500 ppm. Additional

evaluations are commonly needed when concentrations reach 5,000 ppm.

SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION
As discussed above, HMC prepared a scaled map, which depicted the proposed building and

existing oil wells with respect to the property boundary (Figure 2). The location of the oil wells

were obtained from survey data provided by Padre and the scaled Si an was provided by

g completion of this

collecting soil samples fon chémical analyses. Work was conducted under the direction and
oversight of Mr. Paul Roberts, a California Professional Geologist from Ardent Environmental
Group, Inc., an affiliate of HMC. Soil borings were drilled using direct push or hand auger
equipment. Trenches were excavated using backhoe equipment operated by Moine Brothers of

Wilmington, California, a State-licensed contractor.

Selected soil samples were collected and screened in the field for stains, odors, and elevated
photoionization detector (PID) readings. No odorous or stained soils or elevated PID readings
(exceeding 1 ppm) were noted. Soil lithology generally consisted of silty fine sand with trace
fine gravel. Methane gas monitoring logs are presented in Attachment A, laboratory reports are
presented in Attachment B, and well logs are presented in Attachment C. The following

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Methane Gas Monitoring

The methane gas monitoring activities included the installation of eight soil vapor
points, designated SG1 through SG8 (Figures 2, 3, and 4). Soil vapor points were drilled
using hand auger equipment and a direct-push drill rig; one soil vapor monitoring point
was installed near each abandoned oil well and six were installed in a general grid
pattern in the area of the proposed building pad (Figures 2, 3, and 4). Nested soil vapor

monitoring points were originally proposed to be installed at 5 a feet bgs, however

an additional methane reading was collected from each soil vapor monitoring point.

Following completion of the methane monitoring, the tubing associated with the soil

vapor monitoring points were removed.

As presented in the methane gas monitoring logs presented in Attachment A, no
lithological pressure or methane gas was detected during the initial and follow-up
monitoring events. Based on these results, engineering controls would not be necessary

for the proposed Site building.

Off-Site Oil Wells

In order to assess whether possible petroleum hydrocarbon impacted soil associated

with the off-Site oil wells was present on the Site, HMC excavated trenches on-Site in

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the general vicinity of the off-Site oil wells (Figures 2, 3, and 4). A total of twelve
trenches were excavated; six trenches, designated AT1-1 through AT1-6, near “McGrath
1” (Figure 3), and six trenches, designated AT2-1 through AT2-6, near “McGrath 13” 2
(Figure 4). The trenches measured approximately 30 to 40 feet in length and were
excavated up to 8 feet in depth. Groundwater was encountered at depths of between 6
and 8 feet bgs.

One soil sample was collected from each of the trenches and containerized in four
ounce laboratory-supplied glass jars. It should be noted that since trench AT1-5/AT1-6
and AT2-5/AT2-6 crossed each other, only two samples were chemically analyzed from

these trenches. As shown on Table 2, laboratory results-i ated no detectable

depths of approximatety 0.5-foot bgs (Figure 2). As shown on Table 3, laboratory results

indicated no detectable to low concentrations of OCPs, well below the regulatory
screening levels for protection of human health. Based on these results, there is a low
likelihood that elevated concentrations of OCPs are present which would pose a

significant health risk to future construction workers or occupants of the Site.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Site has been used for agricultural purposes since at least 1927, and is located within an

active oil field. Historically seven oil wells have been drilled within close proximity to the Site,

two of which were located within 100 feet of the northern and southern property line. Seefried

is considering purchasing and redeveloping the property with a commercial building. To further

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assess whether methane gas, pesticides, or oil field related chemicals were present at the Site,

HMC completed a subsurface investigation as recommended in a prior ESA.

Prior to beginning the subsurface investigation HMC accurately plotted the locations of the off-
Site oil wells and proposed building with respect to the Site property line. HMC then completed
an on-Site soil investigation in the vicinity of the off-Site oil wells, and completed a methane gas
monitoring and pesticide sampling in the vicinity of the proposed building and off-Site oil wells.
Based on the results of the subsurface investigation methane gas, pesticides, or oil field related
chemicals were not present at the Site at concentrations that would pose a risk to human

health or the environment.

present in the soil. There is no obligation to test the soil for these products and as the

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occupants. However, should the development plan call for soil to be exported, the
potential presence of pesticides and fertilizer in soil could affect where the soil could be
disposed or reused;

e The Site is located within the Oxnard Qil Field and historically, up to three oil wells may
have been installed on Site. A previous review of the abandoned oil wells on Site
indicated that the wells were not abandoned to current standards and as a part of
development, may need to be abandoned to current standards;

¢ As part of the investigation of the abandoned oil wells, a prior investigation documented
the presence of hydrocarbons in soil in and around the wells. The hydrocarbons were
detected at concentrations that would typically result in some form of remedial action.
Further investigation was recommended to define the lateral and vertical extent of
hydrocarbons in soil.

e The Site is currently being used for agricultural purposes as a strawberry farm. There
were no structures or chemical storage taking place and the Site was entirely being used
for row crops. There were no RECs noted from the current use of the Site. However, as
mentioned above, there is a moderate likelihood that the shallow soils could contain
pesticide and fertilizer residues.

e The Site is located in an area of historic agricultural uses that is transforming into
commercial and industrial uses. There are facilities in the Site vicinity that use chemicals
though none were close enough or in the correct orientation to be considered a threat

to the Site. There were no RECs from off site uses found as part of this assessment.

Conclusions

We have performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in accordance with ASTM E1527-
13 for the Site in Oxnard, California. Based on the results of our review the historic presence of
oil wells on the Site with documented releases of hydrocarbons affecting soil would be
considered an REC.

There were no Historic RECs or Controlled RECs found as part of this assessment.

Recommendations

* The abandonment records of the wells should be reviewed and an assessment made
regarding what, if any, actions need to be taken to abandon the wells to current
standards;

2.2. Regional Geology and Hydrogeology

The Site is located approximately 2 miles from the Pacific Ocean on the Oxnard Plain in
southeast Ventura County, California. The topography over the 120-square mile plain is flat; the
elevation at the Site is approximately 65 feet above mean sea level (msl). The Oxnard Plain is
comprised largely of unconsolidated coalesced alluvial-fan deposits from the Santa Clara River
and other local drainage. These unconsolidated sediments extend to a depth of more than 2,000
feet below ground surface (bgs). The sediments in the uppermost 40 to 50 feet are described by
the California Water Resources Board (1953) as consisting of sand and gravel. Underlying this
material is an alternating sequence of sands/gravel with finer textured sediments beginning
with a relatively thick (50 to 150 feet) unit of clay.

Groundwater in the Oxnard Plain occurs both within a relatively shallow zone, which represents
groundwater perched above the thick near-surface clay unit identified above (i.e., within the
uppermost 40 feet approximately), and in several regionally defined deeper aquifers under
confined conditions. The regional aquifers are generally separated into upper and lower aquifer
systems, with the upper system containing the Oxnard and Mugu aquifers, both of which are
local sources of water supply for the Cities of Oxnard and Port Hueneme, and for local irrigated
agriculture. The lower aquifers (Hueneme, Fox Canyon, and Grimes Canyon) exist beneath 350
feet bgs. Groundwater is expected to follow the local topography and drain into the Pacific

Ocean to the south southeast.
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3. USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

3.1. Title Records

A Commitment for Title Insurance was submitted to HMC for review that was prepared by First
American Title Insurance Company and dated February 12, 2018. The property is owned by
Sakioka Farms and AMS Craig, LLC. The commitment referenced normal easements and tax
related information, including easements for petroleum extraction and petroleum pipelines.
There has been previous environmental investigations to assess the location of abandoned oil

wells on the Site which will be further described in Section 5 of this report.
3.2. Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations

No activity or use limitations were disclosed or found in the records reviewed as part of this

assessment.
3.3. User Knowledge

We interviewed Mr. Scott Irwin of SeeFried Industrial Properties. Mr. Irwin indicated that they
have no prior knowledge of the Site. He was unaware of any active environmental investigations

or remediation efforts and stated that they are paying full market value for the Site.

3.4. Owner/User Information

The Site is owned by Sakioka Farms and AMS Craig, LLC. We submitted a questionnaire for the
seller to complete which was not returned as of the date of this report. We were not able to
interview a representative of the seller but were provided reports including a previous Phase
One ESA, and reports investigating abandoned oil wells on Site. That information is used

throughout this report
4, SITE USE AND HISTORY

Past usage of the subject site was assessed through a review of historical aerial photographs,
topographic maps and an EDR search of city directories. Review of the Sanborn Map collection

indicates that Sanborn Maps were not produced for the Site.
4.1. Aerial Photograph Review

Aerial photographs covering the Site were obtained from Environmental Data Resources, Inc.
(EDR). Photographs were available from the period 1927 through 2012. Copies of the aerial
photographs are included in Appendix B. The property was either open undeveloped land or in
agricultural use in all of the photos reviewed. To the immediate north of the northern property
boundary was what appeared to be a small pond for water storage in the photographs from
1978-94. The adjacent Proctor & Gamble facility was first noted to the southwest of the Site in
the photograph from 1978. N. Del Norte Road was first noted in the photograph from 1994
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along with additional commercial development to the south and southeast of the Site. Beginning

in 2005, the off site area of the pond was noted to be used for storage of agricultural supplies.
4.2. Topographic Maps

Historical topographic maps were also reviewed as part of this effort and aided in interpreting

the overall site history though no specific features were noted.
4.3. Sanborn Maps

Sanborn maps are maps that were created for the insurance industry to document site activities
in metropolitan areas of the country and were used in underwriting. They often times contain
detailed information about a site. While they were prepared for insurance underwriting and
were not environmental maps per se, they often times contain information that is useful in

evaluating the historical use of a Site. Sanborn Maps were not reportedly prepared for the Site.
4.4. EDR City Directory Review

EDR performed a search of the City Directory records for the Site address at approximately five-

year intervals. No listings were noted for the Site.

5. PREVIOUS INVESTIGATIONS

The Site is part of a larger farm that is planned for industrial and commercial development. We
were provided with previously prepared reports for the Site including a prior ESA, reports
related to abandoned oil wells on Site and an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the

entitlement process of the larger farm.

5.1. RBF, 2002, Phase | Environmental Site Assessment

RBF was retained by Sakioka Farms to prepare a Phase | ESA for the larger farm property in
2002. At the time of their investigation, the larger property was being used for agricultural
purposes including row crops (lettuce, celery, strawberries) and attendant support features. As
part of their ESA, they reviewed the historical, then current and neighboring uses of the
property to assess potential RECs that may be present. They were able to interview a
representative of Sakioka Farms as well as walk the property. In some areas, farm support
features were present including agricultural wells, farm equipment storage (tractors, fueling,
irrigation piping, pesticide and fertilizer storage and supplies) abandoned vehicles and
miscellaneous trash and debris. RBF mentioned that six abandoned oil wells were historically

located on the property.

Most of the features observed such as fueling facilities and pesticide storage were located off
Site on other portions of the larger farm. RBF concluded that the historic fuel and pesticide
storage could be considered an REC and also referenced the potential for pesticides and
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fertilizers to be present in shallow soil from the historic agricultural uses and lead to be present
in shallow soil adjacent to the Interstate 101 from the former use of leaded fuels in

automobiles.

5.2. Padre, 2002, Historical Review of Oil & Gas Development

Padre was retained by Sakioka Farms in 2002 to review the oil and gas developmental history of
the Site and status of the 7 reported oil wells drilled on the larger farm property. As part of
their assessment, Padre reviewed additional aerial photographs maintained at the Map and
Imagery Library of UCSB as well as records maintained by the California Division of Qil and Gas
(DOGGR). From their review, it appears that the following wells may be located on the Site you

are looking to acquire:

e McGrath 13-2- Operated for 9 years and abandoned in 1966
e McGrath 2-Operated for 6 months and abandoned (year not stated)

It is our understanding that your surveyor or Civil Engineer will be plotting the locations of these

wells to assess whether they are on your Site and if so, the locations.

Padre noted that the oil well abandonment procedures that were used in the mid 1960s have
changed over time and the abandonment of the wells would not likely meet current regulatory
standards of DOGGR. DOGGR requires that any well located within a development area be
abandoned to current standards as part of the development. Wells that cannot be abandoned
to current standards cannot be developed over and a set back to any development must be
maintained to allow an abandonment rig to access the well in the future. Padre recommended
that an investigation be conducted to determine the exact location of the wells and whether
soils in the vicinity of the wells contain hydrocarbons.

5.3. Padre, 2002a, Abandoned Oil Well Location Determination Services

Upon completion of the preliminary review, Padre was then retained to locate the wells and
evaluate the condition of the well and surrounding soil. Padre used GPS coordinates and ground
penetrating radar to find the well locations. All of the wells were accessed and the wellhead
was inspected. Soil samples were also collected from adjacent to the wells and hydrocarbon
odors and staining were noted in the vicinity of wells 13-1a (off site) and 13-2. Soil samples

collected adjacent to well 13-2 reported elevated concentrations of hydrocarbons.

Padre recommended that additional investigations be conducted adjacent to each well to

further evaluate the presence of hydrocarbons.
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6. SITE AND VICINITY RECONNAISSANCE

6.1. Site Reconnaissance.

Mr. Mark Cousineau of HMC conducted a Site and Site vicinity reconnaissance on March 22,
2018. The reconnaissance was conducted in order to identify visible evidence of RECs of
concern at the Site and to assess possible conditions off Site that may impact the Site. It had
recently rained at the time of our Site walk and the ground was saturated and the drainage was
conveying excess water, which flowed south and east towards N. Del Norte Blvd. We were

unaccompanied during our Site walk.

The Site was noted to be used for agricultural purposes and strawberries were growing at the
time of our Site walk. The Site included rows with the strawberries growing on mounds and
drainage taking excess water in the small ditches adjacent to the mounds, which flowed, into
larger drainage ditches that conveyed the water to the regional storm drain system. lIrrigation
systems were in place. No other features were noted on Site. Adjacent to the north of the Site
was a storage area for farm equipment including tractors, a small above ground fueling tank,

irrigation supplies and other related materials. No chemicals were noted to be stored on Site.

Selected photographs illustrating the property and nearby off site conditions are included in
Appendix A. Summaries of the Site and observations are detailed below.

No evidence of RECs was noted on Site from the current Site uses. While no chemicals were
observed on Site, it is likely that pesticides and fertilizers were applied to the crops and residues

of these chemicals may be present in shallow soil.

6.2.  Site Vicinity

The site is located in an area of agricultural and commercial and industrial uses and is bound by:

e Additional farmland of the Sakioka Farms including strawberry fields and a storage area
where farm equipment including tractors, portable fueling, and miscellaneous materials
are stored;

e N Del Norte Blvd. to the east beyond which are additional farmlands;

e Additional farmland, Quinn Caterpillar sales and rentals and a Proctor & Gamble facility
to the south; and,

e Additional farmland to the west

No issues of concern were noted from the site vicinity reconnaissance.
7. REGULATORY AGENCY DATABASE RESEARCH

Regulatory agency database information was obtained from a standard Radius Site Assessment
(ASTM) report by Environmental Data Resources, Inc. The center of the search was in the
approximate center of the Site. Search distances for specific databases were one-quarter to one
mile as specified in the ASTM 1527-13 standard. The database search includes over 70 federal,

state, local, and proprietary records.

Only those facilities judged using these factors are discussed below. A complete copy of this

report is included in Appendix B.

7.1. Database Records Concerning the Target Property

The target property (Site) was not listed in any of the database searched as part of this review.
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7.2. Database Records Concerning the Site Vicinity

We reviewed the database report for off site potential sources within the relevant search
distance. In review of the many entries on the database, we reviewed the following factors that
affect the ability of a facility to affect the Site:

¢ Distance from the Site,
¢ Location from the Site with regard to the direction of groundwater flow,
¢ Nature of the release and whether the release has affected soil, groundwater or both,

e Status of the investigation (e.g. open or closed).

Given the direction of groundwater flow to be to the south southeast, only those properties

immediately adjacent or in the north northwest direction were further considered.

Orphan Sites
Orphan Sites are those properties that are included on various agency lists, but for which the
records do not have sufficient address information for the database program to map the site.

None of the names listed were observed during the Site vicinity reconnaissance.

7.3. Summary of Off Site Issues

There were no RECs noted from the off site uses in the Site vicinity.

8. LOCAL AGENCY AND OTHER RECORDS REVIEW

8.1. Tribal Records

The Site is not located in a tribal area so there were no tribal records to review

8.2. Oil and Gas Wells

The State of California Department of Conservation, Division of Qil, Gas, and Geothermal
Resources online mapping website was reviewed for the location of active, plugged, or
abandoned oil wells in the vicinity of the Site. As mentioned in Section 5, the Site is located
within the Oxnard Oil Field and oil wells were historically drilled and operated on Site. As noted
by Padre, the wells were not abandoned to current standards and will likely need to be
reabandoned. In addition, elevated concentrations of petroleum products were detected in soil

adjacent to at least one of the wells.
8.3.  State of California

The State of California Geotracker and EnviroStor websites were also reviewed for information
on potential on or off site facilities that are being remediated under either RWQCB or DTSC
oversight. No facilities in the immediate Site vicinity were listed on these agencies websites that

were not already listed in the radius map.
8.4. City of Oxnard CUPA

We submitted a file review to the Oxnard Fire Department that serves as the Certified Unified
Program Agency (CUPA) overseeing facilities that use chemicals or generate hazardous waste.
The CUPA said they have no files for the Site.

9. VAPOR INTRUSION, ASBESTOS AND OTHER MATERIALS

9.1. Vapor Intrusion

Given the general lack of use of VOCs on Site and lack of any significant detection of VOCs in the
subsurface investigation and minimal releases in the Site vicinity, we do not believe there is a

vapor intrusion concern at the Site.
9.2. Asbestos

As there are no buildings on Site, there is a low likelihood that asbestos containing materials are

present on Site.

9.3. Mold

As there are no buildings on Site, there was no concern for microbial growth on Site.
9.4. Radon

The Site is listed as being located in Zone 1 with regards to radon indicating that radon maybe
present at concentrations greater than 4 pico curies / liter. However, the underlying data in the

EDR report indicated that none of the facilities tested had radon > 1 pico curie/liter.
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10.

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

Key findings of this Phase | ESA are as follows:

The Site has historically been either undeveloped land and/or used for agricultural
purposes;

As part of farming operations, it is likely that pesticides and fertilizers were applied to
the crops and there is a chance that elevated concentrations of these products could be
present in the soil. There is no obligation to test the soil for these products and as the
Site will be redeveloped for industrial use, a low likelihood of exposure to future
occupants. However, should the development plan call for soil to be exported, the
potential presence of pesticides and fertilizer in soil could affect where the soil could be
disposed or reused;

The Site is located within the Oxnard QOil Field and historically, up to three oil wells may
have been installed on Site. A previous review of the abandoned oil wells on Site
indicated that the wells were not abandoned to current standards and as a part of
development, may need to be abandoned to current standards;

As part of the investigation of the abandoned oil wells, a prior investigation documented
the presence of hydrocarbons in soil in and around the wells. The hydrocarbons were
detected at concentrations that would typically result in some form of remedial action.
Further investigation was recommended to define the lateral and vertical extent of
hydrocarbons in soil.

The Site is currently being used for agricultural purposes as a strawberry farm. There
were no structures or chemical storage taking place and the Site was entirely being used
for row crops. There were no RECs noted from the current use of the Site. However, as
mentioned above, there is a moderate likelihood that the shallow soils could contain
pesticide and fertilizer residues.

The Site is located in an area of historic agricultural uses that is transforming into
commercial and industrial uses. There are facilities in the Site vicinity that use chemicals
though none were close enough or in the correct orientation to be considered a threat

to the Site. There were no RECs from off site uses found as part of this assessment.
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11. DATA GAPS

We have not received a completed questionnaire from the current owner of the Site.

12, CONCLUSIONS

We have performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in accordance with ASTM E1527-
13 for the Site in Oxnard, California. Based on the results of our review the historic presence of
oil wells on the Site with documented releases of hydrocarbons affecting soil would be
considered an REC.

There were no Historic RECs or Controlled RECs found as part of this assessment.

13. RECOMMENDATIONS
Given the findings of this ESA, HMC recommends that:

* The abandonment records of the wells should be reviewed and an assessment made
regarding what, if any, actions need to be taken to abandon the wells to current
standards;

* An investigation should be conducted at each abandoned oil well location to assess the
lateral and vertical extent of hydrocarbons in soil and a plan to mitigate that soil should
be developed;

* Given the presence of multiple oil wells on Site, a methane gas survey should be
conducted;

* Given the historic use of pesticides and fertilizers at the Site, a soil-sampling program
should be developed to assess whether elevated concentrations of pesticides and

fertilizers are present in the soil.
